BIOGRAPHY

Lower Township Police Chief Edward Donohue is a Cape May County New Jersey Native who has resided in Lower Township for the past 28 years. Chief Donohue is originally from Stone Harbor, New Jersey where his father was also a Chief of Police. 

Chief Donohue graduated from Wildwood Catholic High School and later attended Atlantic Community College. He graduated from the New Jersey State Police Academy in Sea Girt, New Jersey in 1982 after attending the 173rd Municipal Police Class.

Chief Donohue served three years with the New Jersey State Police Marine Patrol prior to his service with the Lower Township Police Department. 

Chief Donohue has attended numerous police training courses in traffic investigation, narcotic investigation, criminal investigations, and supervisory management courses given by local state and federal agencies. 

Chief Donohue is a certified New Jersey Police Training Commission Instructor and has taught for over 18 years at the Cape May County Police Academy instructing Crash Injuries Management and Physical Fitness to new police recruits. 

In addition, Chief Donohue is a graduate of the New Jersey Certified Public Managers Program Part 1 through Rutgers University and the West Point Command and Leadership Program through the New Jersey States Chief Association. He has attended the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center in Glynco, Georgia where he was certified as a Police Physical Fitness Instructor and is a graduate of the 215th Session of the FBI National Academy, located in Quanico, Virginia. 

Chief Donohue was hired by the Lower Township Police Department in 1984 where he served on various squads. He was then assigned to the Cape May County Strike Force in 1987 where he served in an undercover capacity for one year. He then served on the department’s Tactical Squad and in 1992 was assigned to the Detective Division. Chief Donohue became the departments first Detective First Class in 1994.

Chief Donohue was promoted to Patrol Sergeant in August of 1995 and obtained the rank of Lieutenant in April of 1998. He was promoted to Captain in August of 2002 and has served as the team leader for the Department’s Hostage Negotiation Team.

Chief Donohue resides in Lower Township with his wife Megan and their four sons, one of which is currently on active duty in the United States Army in Iraq, one is on active duty with the United States Air Force, one is an attorney and is a municipal prosecutor for the city of Cape May and West Cape May, the Chief’s youngest son is a student at the College of Charleston in South Carolina. The Chief’s wife Megan is employed as the Superintendent of Schools Secretary for the Lower Township Elementary School System.

Chief Donohue provides police services to the most populated Municipality in Cape May County whose borders stretch from Diamond Beach (adjacent to Wildwood Crest) west to the Delaware Bay. Lower Township is home to the Third Largest Fishing Fleet on the East Coast, Cape May County Airport  and is also the homeport to the Cape May Lewis Ferry Terminal, which tens of thousands of motorists use annually.
