3. Post attached public notice on bulletin boards in the Municipal Building, North Cape May and Villas Post Office, Cape May County Public Library in the Villas section of the Township and the Lower Township Senior Center, Millman Center both located in the Villas section of the Township.

5. Public Notice to be sent to all Law Enforcement Agencies Cape May County through the office of the Chief of Police and to the Cape May County Chiefs of Police Association.
